	Next Steps for SEND Provision


	1. Monitoring and Assessment:
· Strengthen IEP review processes to ensure measurable targets and robust impact evaluation.
· Increase collaboration with external agencies to provide additional assessment and intervention opportunities for pupils on ASD/ADHD pathways.
2. Enhancing Teaching and Learning:
· Build on adaptive learning strategies through further staff training and coaching.
· Expand use of technology to support differentiated learning, particularly for pupils working significantly below age-related expectations.
3. Wellbeing and Behaviour:
· Develop a whole-school sensory regulation strategy, ensuring all staff are confident in implementing interventions such as sensory breaks.
4. Parental Engagement:
· Increase communication with parents through workshops and resources to support learning and behaviour management at home.
· Establish regular feedback opportunities for parents to contribute to the development of SEND provision.
5. Data and Tracking:
· Implement a more detailed system to track progress for pupils on the SEND register, incorporating both academic and non-academic outcomes.
· Ensure regular data updates are shared with governors to provide a clear overview of progress and impact.
6. Governance and Accountability:
· Schedule termly meetings with the SEND Governor to review progress and ensure accountability for SEND funding and provision.
7. The Hive Development:
